Public Hearings and Possible Action: 
Selectman Berry made a motion to renew the liquor license for Franks Bar & Grill. Selectman Bartlett 2nd the motion; unanimous vote. 

Items for Discussion and Possible Action:

~Performance Guarantee Timberline TH LLC~
Selectman Berry made a motion approving that a letter of irrevocable credit was received from Timberline TH LLC. Selectman Bartlett 2nd the motion; unanimous vote. 

~Town Graduates Policy~
Selectman Bartlett made a motion to approve the Town Graduates Policy. Selectman Berry 2nd the motion; unanimous vote. 

~Road Postings Policy~
Selectman Berry made a motion to accept the Road Postings Policy. Selectman Bartlett 2nd the motion; unanimous vote.  



~Update on SR Mitigation~
Joelle gave an update on the Sunday River Mitigation. The pre application has been submitted to DEP. Jeff Stern is helping with permits. Received proposed budget for construction costs. Letters were sent to Sunday River and the County in hopes of them possibly helping. The County has it on their agenda for Thursday.  

~Review Asphalt Bids~
We received 5 bids. Selectman Bartlett made a motion to accept the 3 separate paving bids from Pike Industries totaling $498,593. Selectman Berry 2nd the motion; unanimous vote.  

~Holiday Schedule~
Regarding holidays that fall on Fridays or the weekends the Board would like a policy drafted. When a holiday is either on a Friday or Saturday the office would be closed on Thursday and when a holiday falls on a Sunday the office would be closed on Monday. The Policy will be brought to the next meeting. 

~FY27 Budget~
More budget line items were reviewed and discussed. 

Selectman Bartlett made a motion to decrease donations to the Windy Valley Snowmobile Club by $1,000, Bethel Library by $1,000 and the Bethel Food Pantry by $800. Selectman Berry 2nd the motion; unanimous vote. 

Selectman Berry made a motion to ask to use leftover funds in the Simmons Brook account of $976.42 and FEMA account of $101,874.24 to offset paving. Selectman Bartlett 2nd the motion; unanimous vote. 

Selectman Berry made a motion to ask to move leftover funds in the Scholarship account of $13.01, Canopy Grant account of $70.83 and Town Celebration account of $1658 to the Capital Road Fund. Selectman Bartlett 2nd the motion; unanimous vote. 

Selectman Bartlett made a motion to decrease the Fire Department Gas & Oil by $1,000 and Heat by $2,000. Selectman Berry 2nd the motion; Selectman Bartlett was in favor with Selectman Berry and Selectman Conkright opposed. Motion failed.
